ON THE WATER 
Fishing Charters - All charters are fully insured and operated by a USCG licensed captain.  Each vessel comes 

fully equipped with custom rods, tackle, bait and fishing license. Fishing parties can have their catch cleaned 

and bagged at the trips conclusion. 

 

Deep Sea Fishing (6 pax per boat) - The subtropical beauty and bounty of the Gulf of Mexico 

provides excellent year-round action for anglers whether it is bottom fishing for grouper and 

snapper, to a major test of strength with cobia, amberjack, shark and jewfish, or trolling for the 

hard striking king mackerel and barracuda.  Deep-sea fishing promises an enjoyable day for the 

seasoned fisherman and novice alike. Add the element of a tournament and you’ve got a 

great teambuilding experience as well. 

 

Backwater Fishing (2-4 pax per boat)- For those that want to fish in the calm comfort of near 

coastal and back country waters, we offer a wide selection of boats.  Guest can fish the 

mangrove estuaries for snook or travel along the coast for giant tarpon.  

 

Party Boat Fishing – Perfect for larger groups of 25-40, the party boat fishing excursion allows 

larger groups to fish together in a more casual and relaxed atmosphere.   

 

Sailing Excursion/Regatta - Your guests will have the opportunity to relax in the sun and enjoy the sights of the 

serene Intercoastal Waterways and the beautiful Gulf of Mexico.  On board a 30’ or larger sailboat, your guests 

will view the lush mangroves along the banks, watch pelicans and herons hunting for a snack, or perhaps 

catch a glimpse of dolphins gliding through the water.  This excursion can also be a sailboat regatta and used 

as a teambuilding activity for your entire group. 

 

Catamaran Sailing (maximum 28 pax)- The only way to truly experience southwest Florida is on the emerald 

waters of the Gulf of Mexico, and a 34’ custom catamaran is the perfect vessel to take your guests on this fun-

in-the-sun excursion. Mangroves, birds, and perhaps manatees or dolphins can be seen along the way.  This 

remarkable trip on such a fantastic boat is certainly something you don’t want your guests to miss. 

 

Wave Runner Guided Tour - Guests will enjoy a one and a half hour guided tour and will have the opportunity to 

view the many varieties of plant and animal life found in the serene environment of the Bay and Gulf waters.  

Each wave runner can be operated individually or can accommodate and driver and passenger.  

 

Canoeing/Kayaking Adventure - Designed for nature loving paddlers of all levels, guests will embark on a 

paddling adventure in two person kayaks or canoes.  Birds are active during all seasons and there is the 

additional excitement of encountering wild dolphin and the endangered manatee at very close quarters.  All 

tours have at least one qualified Naturalist Guide who will ensure enjoyment and education of the mangroves, 

bays and islands visited. 

 

Sunset Cruises – Slip away from your dull, predictable evening.  Float on sun-kissed waters and visit natural 

islands with white sandy shores.  Or, drift by mangrove rookery islands that are home to hundreds of nesting 

birds nestled among luxurious Florida coastal neighborhoods.  Relax on board while wind caresses your mind 

and occasional untamed mist tickles your face. Many food and beverage options are available and may be 

coordinating through the resort catering department.
